I learned at a recent conference there is an ongoing need for Helmet Liners for our troops serving 

overseas.  Right away I thought of those volunteers who knit and crochet for our ñWarm Hearts, 

Warm Handsò Project.  We are seeking volunteers to knit and/or crochet helmet liners to support our 

troops.  They will only accept helmet liners made from 100% Wool in the military approved colors 

of black, charcoal, brown and tan and you must use the approved pattern.  If you are interest-

ed in helping with this special need, we will supply you with the wool and the pattern needed to 

make the helmet liners.  All helmet liners will be sent to the American Legion Auxiliary Department of 

Pennsylvania.  The Auxiliary will send them to the troops overseas.  The next shipment is expected 

to leave Pennsylvania this fall.  There is also a need for crocheted scarves.  The size of the scarves 

must be 12 in. x 42 in. so it will fit underneath the helmet and still cover the neck area and tuck in-

side the coat.  No stitches with ñholesò and no fringe.  Again, they must be made from 100% 

wool in Black, Charcoal, Brown or Tan.  If you are interested in contributing to this very worth-

while cause, contact the Senior Corps-RSVP office at 1-800-648-3381, ext. 236 for supplies and the 

pattern.  We must receive the helmet liners at our office by October 29, 2010.  Those of you who do 

not knit or crochet can help by donating funds to be used for supplies, such as yarn and postage.
